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Our Next Bible Study 
 

Exciting news: we will be having another bible study this fall and it is entitled, 
“Eucharist” by Bishop Robert Barron.  He is 64 years old and has been a Bishop  
for the past nine years.  He was appointed the Ordinary of the Diocese of Winona–
Rochester in 2022 where he presently resides. He is the founder of the Catholic  
ministerial organization Word on Fire, and was the host of Catholicism, a documen-
tary TV series about Catholicism that aired on PBS.  He is extremely gifted in his abil-
ity to explain the Catholic faith in clear, understandable and inspiring ways.   
 

This bible study will be a six-week series and the dates are Tuesdays, September 17, 
24, October 1, 8, 15 and 22.  There will be a 1:00pm session in the Parish Center and  
a 7:30pm session in the All Purpose Room.  Each week, we will view a video and have 
small group discussions based on the Study Guide questions.  The answers to all ques-
tions are in the workbook.  Because the bible study starts in mid-September, all the 
books and supplies need to be ordered over the summer.  Therefore, please call the 
parish office today to register at 631-661-3224 ext. 2.  There will be a free-will  

offering to help defray the cost of study.  When you call the rectory to register, please inform the secretary if 
you are open to being a facilitator.  
 

Because we are still in the Year of the Holy Eucharist, proclaimed by Pope Francis, we thought focusing on  
the Eucharist would be most appropriate.  While the topic of the Eucharist was addressed in the last bible 
study, this new study will focus solely on the Eucharist, going more in depth.   
 

Did you know that more than half of current Catholics do not know the Church’s teaching on the “real pres-
ence of Christ” in the Eucharist?  Statistics show that more than 70% of Catholics do not believe in the real 
presence of Jesus in the Holy Eucharist.  While the Eucharist is an ineffable mystery, Vatican II called the  
Eucharist the “source and summit of the Christian life.”  With this new bible study, we will delve into the  
mystery of Christ's presence in our lives, and the centrality of the Eucharist as an important part of that pres-
ence.  This fresh look at the Eucharist brings to light its reality as sacred meal, the sacrifice necessary for com-
munion with God, and the Real Presence of Christ.  This is foreshadowed in many parts of the Old Testament, 
the once-and-for-all sacrifice that reunited humanity with God, and the Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity of 
Christ, present through transubstantiation.   
 

I hope you will be able to join us for this most beautiful bible study.  Each week will be live streamed and  
archived on our parish website so, if you miss a week, you can still view the video.   

New Ministry  -  Our Lady’s Rosary Makers 
Our new parish ministry, Our Lady’s Rosary Makers, is welcoming all men and women 
who are interested in learning the art of making corded / beaded rosaries. All materials will 
be supplied. You may also take home pre-packaged kits to complete additional rosaries.  
Completed rosaries will be blessed and given free-of-charge to the homeless, the sick,  
hospitals, developing nations, the military, police, etc. In apparitions of Our Lady, the 
Blessed Mother tells us to pray the rosary daily. The rosary is our weapon against sin and 
temptation in our life and in the world.
