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Welcoming the New Liturgical Year 
 
 

As we come to the 33rd Sunday in Ordinary Time, we approach the final two weeks of the liturgical year. Neet 
weekend we will celebrate the Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe – the last Sunday in 
our liturgical year. We look forward to the season of Advent and the new liturgical year. 
 
Last May 9th, at a Vatican event on Ascension Thursday, Pope Francis proclaimed the upcoming Jubilee Year 
2025 to the representatives of the world’s bishops. A Jubilee is one of the most important events in the Roman 
Catholic Church, and it is usually celebrated every 25 years. The theme for the 2025 Jubilee Year is "Pilgrims 
of Hope." 
 
The Church intends the new year to be a year of hope for the world, which is experiencing the effects of war, 
the continued effects of COVID-19 pandemic and global severe weather calamities. Pope Francis chose the 
theme of hope because hope is very much relevant in today's world: 

• Hope is a fundamental human desire, a natural part of  human experience. It is the expectation of good 
things to come. 

• Hope can sustain people through challenging times and can help people open their eyes to future  
possibilities.  

• Hope can inspire people to dream of a better world, and to work toward building a peaceful society. 
 

Locally, in the wake of the recently concluded elections, we hope for healing and unity as we pray that leaders 
will work for the common good of the country. 
 
The Jubilee Year will begin on December 24, 2024, when Pope Francis opens the holy doors of St. Peter's  
Basilica to “pilgrims of hope.” During this time, pilgrims from around the world will gather to participate in 
special masses, prayers, and rites. They will also be able to walk through the holy doors to receive the Jubilee 
indulgence. The Jubilee Year will end on January 6, 2026, the feast day of the Epiphany. 
 
For now, we focus on the new season of hope coming up. So, as we leave the current cycle readings of Mark 
that we have listened to this past year, we look forward to Luke's Gospel readings this coming cycle year  
(Year C). Lukes’s Gospel readings include many stories of hope, including: 
 

• The woman weeping at Jesus' feet in Luke 7 tells the story of a sinful woman who wept over Jesus' 
feet in a Pharisee's home, and Jesus forgave her many sins. 

• The prodigal son in Luke 15 tells the story of hope that our God is waiting for us to repent and return 
to him. 

• The Pharisee and the tax collector in Luke 18 tells the story of hope for the not-so-religious among us. 
•  Jesus and Zacchaeus in Luke 19 tells the story of hope that changes things. Zacchaeus was a hated, 

greedy extortionist who was converted and found the “Way” in his encounter  with Jesus. 
• The resurrection of Jesus in Luke 24 tells the story of hope that Jesus gives us when he rose from the 

dead.  
• Luke 17 tells the story of Jesus healing ten lepers who were outcasts of society. They all had hope but 

sadly only one returned to thank Jesus.  
• The blind beggar Bartimaeus: Jesus gave sight to the blind beggar Bartimaeus who had no hope. 

 
I eagerly await celebrating the new season of Advent and the new liturgical year with you and greet you 
“Happy New Year” in two weeks!

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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

Over the past year and five months that I have been pastor of Our Lady of Lourdes, I am so inspired by the  
faith of our parishioners. Also, the volunteerism is wonderful and your love for the parish is clearly seen.   
 

Each Sunday, when the parish family gathers in the church before Mass, it is great to see the enthusiasm  
parishioners have when they greet one another. You can see the warmth and love among you which gives me 
joy. While this is a gift indeed, at the same time, I would like to offer an additional reflection on this. 
 

I know there are people who come early to church to prepare themselves spiritually before the next Mass  
begins. Some may even be carrying burdens and need time to pour out their hearts to the Lord. It is difficult  
for them to do this due to the noise level of those who are speaking in the church. I would like to suggest that 
15 minutes before the Mass begins, the church becomes a place of quiet prayer. Perhaps we can reserve the 
narthex (church lobby) for the place to have conversation before the Mass begins. This would meet the needs 
of both groups of parishioners: those who would like to share with others before the Mass and those who 
would like to pray. Therefore, starting the first weekend of Advent, December 2nd, the cantor will invite every-
one into a time of sacred silence fifteen minutes before the Mass begins, so we can ready ourselves for the  
sacred encounter with God.     
 

Thank you for assisting one another in creating an atmosphere where everyone can prepare their hearts to meet
