Blood of the Lamb—Why do we refer to Jesus as the Lamb of God?

When Jesus was thirsty on the cross, the soldiers gave him vinegar to drink which was on a hyssop branch.
The hyssop branch was also used to put the blood of a Lamb on the door posts of the Jewish people the night
of the Old Testament Passover. This blood was from the sacrificed Passover lamb. When the Spirit of death
came to the houses of all the people in Egypt and saw the blood of the Lamb on the door post, it passed over
those houses. Jesus' death on the Calvary Mountain was equivalent to the sacrifice of the Passover lamb.

During mass, we address Jesus as the Lamb of God because John the Baptist was the first to call
7~ himthat. We recognize Jesus as the new Passover lamb who died for our sins. The Passover lamb in
5 ‘w Egypt was sacrificed to spare the first-born sons of Israel, just as Jesus was the Passover Lamb who
irall) was sacrificed for all of humanity.
