What is a Jubilee Year All About?

The 2025 Jubilee officially opened on December 24, 2024, with the rite of Opening of the Holy Door of the Papal
Basilica of St. Peter by the Holy Father, who then presided over the celebration of the Night Mass of the Lord's
Birth inside the Basilica. The year will end in Rome on January 6, 2026.

“Jubilee” is the name given to a particular year; the name comes from the instrument used to mark its launch.
In this case, the instrument in question is the yobel, the ram's horn, used to proclaim the Day of Atonement
(Yom Kippur). This (Jewish) holiday occurs every year, but it takes on special significance when it marks the
beginning of a Jubilee year.

In 1300, Pope Boniface VIII called the first Jubilee, also known as a “Holy Year,” since it is a time in which God's
holiness transforms us. The frequency of Holy Years has changed over time: at first, they were celebrated
every 100 years; later, in 1343 Pope Clement VI reduced the gap between Jubilees to every 50 years, and in
1470 Pope Paul Il made it every 25 years. There have also been “extraordinary” Holy Years: for example, in
1933 Pope Pius XI chose to commemorate the 1900 anniversary of the Redemption, and in 2015 Pope Francis
proclaimed the Year of Mercy as an extraordinary jubilee. The way in which Jubilee Years are marked has also
changed through the centuries: originally the Holy Year consisted of a pilgrimage to the Roman Basilicas of St.
Peter and St. Paul, later other signs were added, such as the Holy Door.

A Jubilee year is a time for celebration, and sees millions of believers seeking spiritual renewal and a stronger
connection to their faith.

We are called to proclaim the message of the resurrection by any and every means possible. Some, like Isaiah and
the disciples of Jesus, will witness in open and dramatic ways. They will teach and preach; they will nurse the sick
and care for the elderly. Others will witness in less conspicuous ways. They will insist on fair practices in their own
workplaces; they will weed out expressions of prejudice and violence so that a new and just world can be fashioned
for themselves and for their children. Called in the ordinariness of their lives, they will witness to the death and res-
urrection in that very ordinariness, thus transforming everything into extraordinariness.
